Take time, if you wil, and count the number of times the personal pronoun ‘I
oceurs. It is rather amazing. It begins with the writer carefully reviewing many
instances of feeling forsaken and abandoned by God. He writes of calling for
help - but no voice responded. His eyes would not close - and he was reminded of tragedies he wanted
to forget. He felt rejected and unloved and even gave up on God ever being faithful or kind to him again.
Then, suddenly, his mind called things to a halt. God seemed to awaken him and he said, ‘| wil
remember the deeds of the Lord; yes | will remember Your miracles of long ago. | will meditate on all Your
works and consider all Your mighty deeds.” Our minds do wander and walk through dark valleys filled with
deep sorrows and painful valleys. And when it does, it only takes a moment, if we choose to tum things
around and change the shadows and sorrows and valleys in to sunlight and smiles and mountain tops.
God did this for the Psalmist. He wants to do the same for us: recall His miracles in our lives that give us
eternal hope.

ecipe Korner

Mom's Ground Turkey and Peppers

PREP TIME COOK TIME TOTAL TIME

NOTE: The method given is my mother's "one pan” approach, because she's
only cooking up one pound of ground turkey, enough for 4 people. If you are
increasing this ground turkey recipe to serve more people, you may want to
remove the vegetables after they've cooked and set them aside as you cook
the turkey meat, or cook the meat and the vegetables in two separate
skillets.

Ingredients

3 to 4 tablespoons extra virgin
olive oil

1 cup chopped yellow onion

Some chopped greens from
green onions, if you have any

1 bell pepper (red or yellow

preferred), chopped

2 cloves garlic, minced

Kosher salt

1 pound ground turkey, preferably ground turkey thighs

1 teaspoon chipotle powder or chili powder (or to taste)

2 tablespoons chopped fresh parsley or cilantro

1. Sauté the onions, bell pepper, and garlic:

Heat 2 tablespoons olive oil in a large skillet on medium high heat.
Add the chopped onions and bell pepper and cook until onions and
peppers are softened, a couple minutes.

Add the garlic and cook 30 seconds more.

2. Add ground turkey, salt, and chipotle chili powder:;

Push the vegetables to the edge of one side of the pan and position
that side of the pan so that it is off the burner, away from the heat. The
empty part of the pan should be right over the burner.

Add one or two more tablespoons of oil to coat the empty part of the
pan. Put crumpled chunks of ground turkey in the pan, sprinkle with
salt and chipotle or chili powder.

3.Brown the turkey, then stir in the peppers and onions:

Cook the turkey without stirring until it is browned on one side, then
turn the pieces over to brown the other side. Once the turkey is just
cooked through, stir in the onions and peppers, and sprinkle with more
salt and chili powder to taste. Remove from heat.

Stir in fresh chopped parsley or cilantro.

Serve alone, or with steamed rice or noodles.

There are no quick fixes for the plastic problem. It is a persistent problem

and increases with every bottle of water or soda we consume, every article of
clothing we buy made from plastic fibers, every grocery bag in which we carry
groceries home, and every piece of packaging that hold our preferred products.
The plastic has accumulated in the natural environment. We eat, drink and
absorb it through our skin so it accumulates in our bodies, too.

The best solution for preventing additional plastic waste is to reduce the
amount of plastic you use. With a few minor changes in one’s day-to-day
routine, dependence on plastic can be reduced. The tactics used for managing
plastic waste include recycling, reusing, replacing and refusing. The best
of these is to refuse. That is almost impossible in the world in which we live
because plastic is so pervasive.

In larger municipalities, many grocery stores have recycling containers near
the front door to collect plastic bags and plastic wrap. Walmart, Kroger and
Publix collect the following: plastic bags including grocery and retail bags,
Ziplock bags, produce or bread bags, dry cleaning and newspaper sleeves.
They also accept package overwrap for products such as toilet paper, napkins,
paper towels, bulk snack outer wrappings and plastic food liners. Plastic
materials such as shipping envelopes, bubble wrap and air pillows (deflated)
can also be recycled. All plastic materials must be clean and dry.

Publix has a recycling container to collect Styrofoam such as packing
peanuts and egg cartons. Styrofoam packing peanuts can also be taken to
any shipping hub such as the post office or other shipping companies. Plastic
planting pots can be donated to local gardeners. They must be in good
condition so they can be reused. Medicine bottles can be recycled at local
pharmacies.

Seeking a recycling solution for the plastics we cannot avoid is a great
thing to do. This keeps plastics out of the environment and out of the landfill,
at least temporarily. However, recycling is not the best solution for reducing
plastic waste. Replacing plastics with other materials that biodegrade is a
better solution. Biodegradable and compostable bags made from plant starch
can be purchased online. Instead of degrading and spilling into waterways
and polluting the ocean, they will decompose. A search online for ecofriendly
products can help guide you in finding environmentally friendly replacements
for preferred products.

Instead of using single use plastics, replace them with products made
from stainless steel or other lasting materials that will last a lifetime. Replace
plastic thermos, water bottles and even straws. Avoid Styrofoam by taking
your own to-go container to restaurants. Take your own coffee cup to avoid
Styrofoam cups - which are not recyclable and are toxic. Hot beverages cause
microplastics to be released and then consumed.

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) estimates that 45% of the
waste that is discarded in landfills is packaging. Most of that can be managed
by recycling. Reduce plastic waste to protect our health and the environment.
