Strategic Turnout & Grazing: Avoid putting livestock on pasture until it
is at least 4 inches high to reduce the ingestion of larvae that migrate up
grass stems.

Rotational Grazing: Divide pastures into 10+ paddocks, moving
animals every 3.5 days to disrupt the parasite life cycle, allowing a ~35-
day rest period for larvae to die.

Mixed-Species Grazing: Alternate grazing between sheep/goats and
cattle/horses. Cattle act as “vacuum cleaners,” consuming larvae that are
harmful to small ruminants.

Targeted Deworming: Use FAMACHA scoring every 3—6 weeks
to identify anemic animals needing treatment, rather than treating the
whole herd.

Nutritional Support: Boost immunity by feeding 130% of the daily
protein requirement to ewes and does around kidding/lambing.
Alternative Control: Utilize nematophagous fungi (e.g., BioWorma) in
feed to destroy larvae in manure.

Native plants are plants that have grown in specific areas for thousands of years. The
benefit of living that long in one location is that the plants can evolve and change over
time to thrive in the conditions that locale has to offer. Sunlight, rainfall, soil conditions
and other factors unique to an area have an effect on the genetics, chemistry

and mammals. Pollinators depend on the nectar to thrive. Over time, both plants
and animals evolve together and become dependent on one another for survival.
Plants depend on animals to disperse their seeds, while birds, insects and mammals
depend on the food the plants can provide. Together, the ecosystem thrives.

Native plants require less care than other plants not adapted to your
environment. They do not require pesticides to protect them as many of them
have ways to protect themselves. They do not require fertilizer because they are ’
able to utilize the existing nutrients in the soil. They also require less watering
because, again, they are used to whatever rainfall is local for them. Native plants
help prevent erosion as many of the plants have deeper root systems.

If you want native plants in your yard, determine which plants will fit best in the
space based on the local conditions. Decide which plants you want to purchase to
create a habitat that will support the insects, butterflies, bats or birds you want to
attract. Different animals require specific plants. Native plants can be purchased
online or at local plant nurseries. Find local stores by searching online for where °F#:z;'::2?§hae
to buy native plants near you. price.

One website that can assist you in determining which plants are native to your
location is https:/nativeplantfinder.nwf.org. Native grasses, flowers, shrubs and
trees are listed according to zip code. Each plant has a photo and description L
for those plants that are unfamiliar to you. The benefits they provide are listed drivate Roat
along with a list of the animals that benefit from them and the conditions the plants B
prefer.

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Forging a Path: Women Welders

(NAPS)—“It is not for the faint of
heart,” Erica Bridges said.

Bridges is a Welding Technology stu-
dent at Texas State Technical College
(TSTC). She was referring to her field of
study and to welding in general.

“I encourage it, though,” she added.
“This is a really good money-making
(career). The people that you will meet,
they’re just one-of-a-kind people”

In the heavily male-dominated
industry of welding, only 5.1% of the
workers are female, according to a 2022
U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics report. In
the fall 2023 semester, TSTC had a total
of 94 women and 970 men enrolled in
Welding Technology.

What To Know

To help others understand, some
female welding students, instructors
and alumni from TSTC recently spoke
of their experiences in welding and their
love for it. They also talked about some
of its challenges.

TSTC welding instructor Samara
Flener has seen positive changes in her
20-plus years of working in the indus-
try, but said preconceived notions about
female welders still remain.

“That climate has improved, (but)
some days you have to put on your Tef-
lon suit, go out there, get the job done,
and let it slide off]” she said.

TSTC Welding Technology alumna
Tatum McFarland echoed Flener’s men-
tality about being among the few females
in the industry.

“It hasn’t been easy,” McFarland said.
“And you just kind of got to grow a back-
bone, more or less, to be able to work
with (men)”

Haylee Phillips, a first-semester
TSTC Welding Technology student, said
that before beginning the welding pro-
gram, she was worried about how she
would be perceived by the male students.

“I was intimidated at first,” she said.
“Especially a few weeks before school,
I was like, “They’re going to treat me all
weird because I'm a girl’ But if you shut
it off and go to learn, you'll succeed.”

Another TSTC Welding Technol-
ogy student, Alondra Ramos, is pursu-
ing welding despite a lack of encourage-
ment from her parents.

“I didn’t have a lot of support com-
ing into the welding industry and doing
this,” she said. “I'm here to prove them
wrong in a lot of stuff. I always got
pushed down, but I've always tried my
hardest to come out on top and to prove
everybody wrong”

What It’s Like

Flener acknowledged the fact that
being a welder can be grueling.

“Welding is not for everybody, she
said. “Some aspects of welding can be

extremely physically demanding, and
you have to be able to work in that
environment.”

Phillips feels the same way but said
the effort is worth it.

“It’s hard,” she said. “I mean, it’s hot
all the time. I'm sweating from the min-
ute I walk into the shop in the morning
until I leave in the evening. You're lifting
heavy stuff, your arms get super tired,
and you're in uncomfortable positions.
I think there are a lot of women who
just aren’t interested in that type of life-
style for a career path. But me, I mean, I
know the money that comes with it, so
I'm willing to suffer a little bit”

Why They Do It

Despite the challenges, each woman
spoke to a love of welding that out-
weighs any obstacles.

“It's like an escape from the world;
it's like you're at peace,/; Ramos said.
“Most of my stress goes away when I'm
under the (welding) hood. I love it”

Phillips said, for her, it is the satisfac-
tion of being able to look at something
that she has had a hand in building.

“Itd be cool to see a rocket that I welded
something on go up into space and be like,
‘Twas a part of that,” she said. “I get to look
at my work and see what it’s for, and see
that I helped. That's pretty cool.”

Flener encouraged those with a love
for welding to pursue it despite any
roadblocks that may come their way.

“Regardless of who you are, if you love
it, seek out those opportunities that will
allow you to be in an environment that
works for you,” she said. “Don’t be afraid
to try out a job, and if it doesn't work out,
move on to the next thing. Don't call it
failing. It's figuring out where you fit”

Time-Saving Slow Cooking

(NAPSA)—On those busy days
when you don’t have much time, a
slow cooker can be the solution to
getting a hot, wholesome meal on
the table. Simply add all the
ingredients in the morning, turn
on the device, and you get to come
home to a wholesome, hot meal,
especially good on chilly days.

So many recipes, especially ones
for slow cookers, soups, stews, and
roasts call for an onion. That is
because onions stand up to slow
cooking and enhance the flavor of
everything cooked with them.

Onions are one of the most ver-
satile vegetables. Use these tips
for buying and storing them.

Choose onions with dry outer
skins, free of spots or blemishes.
They should be firm and have no
scent. Avoid bulbs that have
begun to sprout.

Not sure what color to use?
Really, you can use all three any
way you like, but these guidelines
will help.

Yellow onions are all-purpose,
great raw or cooked. Most well-
known sweet onions are yellow.
Red onions are best for roasting or
grilling. White onions are com-
monly used in Mexican and Ital-
ian cuisine, prepared salads, and
sauces.

Whole, unpeeled, onions should
be stored in a cool, dry, well-venti-
lated place, out of direet sunlight.
Lack of air circulation will reduce
their storage life. Do not store
with potatoes.

Cut onions should be refriger-
ated and can be stored in a sealed
container for up to 7 days.

Here’s a recipe that will appeal
to both children and adults: It’s a
fresh take on classic onion soup
that combines onions with apples.

Slow Cooker French Onion
Country Apple Soup with
Cinnamon Cheese Toast
Serves 4-6

Y4 cup olive oil

4 large yellow onions, thinly
sliced into rings

3 apples, peeled and diced

3 cloves garlic, minced

2 tablespoons all-purpose

5 cups low-sodium beef
broth

Heat oil in a large skillet.
Add onion slices and cook on
medium heat until transpar-
ent, stirring frequently to
avoid sticking. Add apples and
garlic; stir until warmed
through. Transfer the onion-
apple mixture to a slow cooker
and add in beef broth, apple
cider, Worcestershire sauce,
brown sugar, salt, thyme and
black pepper. Cook on low for
6-8 hours. Before serving,
place French bread slices on a
baking sheet. Top each with %
cup Gruyere cheese, sprinkle
lightly with cinnamon and
broil for 1-2 minutes, until
just browned. Garnish soup
with turkey bacon crumbles
and apple slices. Serve bread
alongside each bowl of soup.

(NAPS)—By age 80, most people
either have cataracts or have had cata-
ract surgery. Thats because most cata-
racts are the result of natural aging, You
may not notice that you have a cataract
at first. But over time, they can make
your vision blurry or hazy, colors fade,
you can't see well at night, or you may see
double images. The good news is that cat-
aract surgery can restore your sight. With
a high success rate of more than 90 per-
cent, cataract surgery enables people to
see better after their cataract is removed.

Here are the top six things ophthal-
mologists—physicians who specialize in
medical and surgical eye care—want you
to know about cataracts:

1. Cataracts can be removed with
surgery. Surgery is the only way to cure
cataracts. Early on, you may be able to
cope with reduced vision from cataracts
by using brighter lights, wearing anti-
glare sunglasses, or using magnifying
lenses for reading. But if cataracts start
getting in the way of everyday activi-
ties such as reading, driving, or watch-
ing TV, an ophthalmologist will need
to remove the clouded natural lens and
replace it with an artificial lens, also
called an intraocular lens (or IOL), to
correct blurry vision.

2.You can slow development of
early cataracts. You can take steps to
protect your eyes from cataracts. Using
100% UV blocking sunglasses, quitting
smoking, maintaining control over high
blood sugar, and eating a healthy diet
can help prevent cataracts.

3. People with diabetes are more
likely to get cataracts. Natural aging is
the most common cause of cataracts, but
some people are at higher risk for cata-
racts than others. People who have dia-
betes with high blood sugar levels can
get cataracts quicker and at a younger
age than those with normal blood sugar
levels. Improving glucose levels may
help delay cataracts.

4,Eye color affects your risk of
developing cataracts. Studies show
that people with dark brown eyes have a
higher risk of developing cataracts than
people with lighter eyes. However, UV
light is a known contributor to cataract
development no matter what color your
eyes are. Wearing sunglasses whenever

outdoors is recommended for everyone.

5. Treating cataracts may decrease
your risk of dementia. Though the link
between eye health and dementia is
unclear, recent studies suggest people
who had cataract surgery were 30 per-
cent less likely to develop dementia.

6. You may eventually need a fol-
low-up procedure. Some people will
again develop hazy vision years after
cataract surgery. This is usually because
the lens capsule has become cloudy. The
capsule is the part of your eye that holds
the IOL in place. Your ophthalmologist
can use a laser to open the cloudy cap-
sule and restore clear vision, a proce-
dure called a capsulotomy.

Regular eye exams are important to
maintaining your best vision, even after
cataract surgery. The American Acad-
emy of Ophthalmology recommends
scheduling a visit to the ophthalmolo-
ngt every year after cataract surgery if
you're older than 65, or every two years
if under 65.
