Humminghirds - Be Prepared
by Lisa Luck

Hummingbirds are fascinating birds. They are the tiniest birds in the world. The
smallest hummingbird is called a Bee Hummingbird and lives only in Cuba. Each
tiny bird is only about two inches long and weighs slightly less than a penny. The
largest hummingbird, named Giant Hummingbird, is approximately nine inches long
and it weighs less than one ounce. The Giant Hummingbird lives primarily in the
Andes. Their wings beat anywhere from 15 wingbeats per second for the Giant
Hummingbird and up to 80 wingbeats per second for the Bee Hummingbird. Their
hearts are larger than those in other birds and can beat 1,200 times per minute.
They are called hummingbirds because of the humming sound of their wings. They
beat their wings in a figure-eight pattern allowing them to hover in place.

Hummingbird bones are hollow and filled with air sacs. During flight, the bird
can draw needed oxygen from the bones. A hummingbird can utilize the oxygen
whether it is exhaling or inhaling to optimize the speed and distance of its flight.
Their amazingly quick metaholisms are powered by nectar from flowers and require
them to eat every 10 to 15 minutes. They can consume up to three times their
body weight each day! Between the largest and the smallest hummingbird, there
are 366 species of hummingbirds that exist and live in the Western Hemisphere.
Most of them live around the equator, between ten degrees north or south.

Lure hummingbirds into your garden by setting up a habitat that will provide the
necessities. They enjoy multitudes of flowers especially tubular flowers. They also
love bright colors. Flowers such as bee balm, salvia, fuschsia, columbine and coral
honeysuckle attract hummingbirds. They also eat bugs such as mosquitoes, gnats
orflies. They can help keep your garden free of pests, and it is especially important
not to use pesticides or herbicides if you want to attract hummingbirds to your yard.

Hummingbirds appreciate perches in your yard where they can settle and rest
for a few minutes. Place little swings made from wood and wire high enough in the
yard to be out of the reach of cats and other predators, but also in easy access to
feeders and flowers.

Experts suggest that you follow the local recommendations for when to set up
hummingbird feeders and when to take them down each year. In Tennessee, the
time to put out feeders is between March 15 and April 1 and they will stay up until
migration ends, after September. Use glass feeders that can be easily cleaned.

Fill the feeders with homemade sugar water to avoid the red dye contained in
most commercial products. To make your own nectar, heat four cups of water and
stir in one cup of white cane sugar until it is completely dissolved. Cool to room
temperature before filling feeders. Store extra nectar in the refrigerator for up to
two weeks. Keep feeders clean and filled until after the hummingbirds migrate back
to locations where they overwinter.

All About
Cheese

According to ancient records passed down through the centunes the makmg
of cheese dates back more than 4,000 years. No one really knows who made the
first cheese. According to an ancient legend, it was made accidentally by an Arabian
merchant who put his supply of milk into a pouch made from a sheep’s stomach, as
he set out on a day’s journey across the desert. The rennet in the lining of the pouch,
combined with the heat of the sun, caused the milk to separate into curd and whey.
That night he found that the whey satisfied his thirst, and the cheese (curd) had a
delightful flavor which satisfied his hunger.

Travelers from Asia are believed to have brought the art of cheesemaking to
Europe. In fact, cheese was made in many parts of the Roman Empire when it was
at its height. The Romans, in turn, introduced cheesemaking to England. During the
Middle Ages - from the decline of the Roman Empire until the discovery of America
- cheese was made and improved by the monks in the monasteries of Europe.
Cheesemaking continued to flourish in Europe and became an established food. In
fact, the Pilgrims included cheese in the Mayflower’s supplies when they made their
voyage to America in 1620. The making of cheese quickly spread in the New World,
but until the 19th century it remained a local farm industry. It wasn't until 1851 that the
first cheese factory in the United States was built by Jesse Williams in Oneida County,
New York. Rising demand for cheese in the U.S. throughout the 1970s and 1980s
brought total natural cheese production to more than 6 billion pounds by the beginning
of the 1990s. Currently, more than one-third of all milk produced each year in the U.S.
is used to manufacture cheese.

Making cheese starts with raw milk. Fat and cream are added, and then it
is pateurized to remove any harmful bacteria. At this point, good bacteria or “starter
cultures” are added to the milk. The starter cultures ferment the lactose, milk’s natural
sugar, into lactic acid. This process helps determine the cheese’s flavor and texture.
Different types of cultures are used to create different types of cheese. After the starter
culture, a few other ingredients are added, including rennet and, depending on the
type of cheese, color - which is why Cheddar is orange. Rennet causes the milk to gel
similarly to yogurt, before the curds (the solids) separate from the whey (the liquid).
Once it starts to gel, the cheesemakers cut it, which allows the whey to come out.
Once the curds are cut, they’re stirred and heated to release even more whey. At this
point, the curd is separated from the whey. The cheese is then pressed, more whey
comes out, and it eventually becomes the shape and consistency of cheeses we know.

Aging, sometimes called ripening, is the most important stage of cheese
production. By allowing cheeses to rest in controlled conditions, they develop the
appearance, texture, flavor, and aroma qualities that make them unique. Normally
cheeses are aged under controlled conditions from a few days to several years. As
a cheese ages, microbes and enzymes transform texture and intensify flavor. This
transformation is largely a result of the breakdown of casein proteins and milkfat into a
complex mix of amino acids, amines, and fatty acids. Today there are approximately
1,830 +/- known varieties of cheese from 74 countries around the world. They
vary greatly in firmness, from the very light consistency of cottage cheese, medium
firmness, and all the way to the highly dense and firm varieties.
