I How Dental Care Has Changed Over the Last Century [

(NAPS)—Regarded by many as one
I of the oldest medical professions, den-
tistry has been practiced for thousands of
I years. Over the last century, dentistry has
advanced from triaging decaying teeth to
focusing on preventive care. Practice and
I study have built dentists’ understanding
of how oral hygiene affects not only the
mouth, but many different facets of health.

I Understanding tooth decay’s roots

Many may be surprised to hear that

Additionally, den-
I tists apply fluoride to patients’ teeth in
the form of foam, gel, or varnish during
checkups. Fluoride is particularly
important for children, since their teeth
need extra protection as they grow.
Treating the mouth
I as the gateway to the body
Though gum disease has been
I observed throughout history, it wasn't
until modern dentistry that it was under-
stood to cause other health complica-
I tions. In addition to causing gum inflam-
mation, bleeding, and tooth loss, gum
disease is linked to respiratory disease,
I rheumatoid arthritis, coronary artery
disease, and diabetic complications.

Keep America Beautiful, cigarette butts make up approximately 38% of litter found in
the United States. Approximately ten percent of adults in the U.S. smoke cigarettes,
and littering is the most common way that smokers dispose of their cigarette butts.
Seventy-five percent of smokers admit they discard cigarette butts by littering. In
2025, an average of 158 billion cigarettes were consumed in the U.S. Worldwide,
over 4.5 trillion butts are littered into the environment annually.

Studies show that the leading cause of preventable death and disease is
smoking cigarettes. Thanks to ongoing health campaigns in the media, we know
the effect tobacco has on our bodies. But cigarettes and the tobacco industry also
have a tremendous impact on the environment. Approximately 600 million trees
are chopped down annually and are used in the manufacturing of cigarettes. The
trees are used as fuel to cure the tobacco and also to package the tobacco for
consumption.

Cigarette butts contain plastic. When the cigarette burns, plastic is released into
the atmosphere and is inhaled into the lungs. Cigarette butts take years to break
down. They degrade into microplastics rather than decomposing and then persist
indefinitely in the environment. Microplastics pollute the soil, wash into waterways
and affect all living organisms. Littered cigarette butts release chemicals such as
arsenic and lead and can be fatally toxic to fish and other micro-organisms.

It is reported that 27 million pounds of pesticides and other chemicals are used
each year to grow fields of tobacco. Pesticides pollute soil, air and water. According
to the American Lung Association, 7,000 chemicals (with @ minimum of 69 of those
definitely shown to cause cancer) are released into the environment each time a
cigarette is smoked. Smoking contributes to hazardous air pollution and global
warming. Nicotine is extremely addictive and manufacturers take advantage of this
to market their products. Biologically engineered tobacco plants have twice the
level of nicotine than other plants making it more likely that any person who smokes
tobacco will get addicted. For many, it can be impossible to quit.

Many people who smoke also litter. Litter from cigarettes tends to collect in
low areas and is unsightly. When cleaning up cigarette butts, each butt must be
picked up individually with a litter grabber and takes a lot of effort and time. Itis
not recommended that cigarette butts be picked up without protection. Saliva from
a smoker can expose those who clean up litter barehanded to viruses or disease.
The presence of cigarette butts invites additional litter. Cigarette butts contribute
to lowered property values. Parks and natural areas littered with cigarette litter are
unappealing and often avoided. Litter contributes to a decrease in tourism which
impacts local economy.

If you are a smoker, dispose of cigarette butts by putting them out completely
and discarding them in a trash container. Throwing smoking cigarette butts onto the
ground is a fire hazard. Please do not litter.
